Fielding’s lecture will contain information about his multi-
purpose dove harness based on the original ideas and 1975 
lecture of Johnny Thompson aka The Great Tomsoni. He 
has taken this harness to new heights by showing other 
uses and productions besides doves.

He will present close-up and stage magic with coins, fin-
ger rings and cigarettes. “Yes, Cigarettes!” He will lecture 
on the techniques that were used for the “taboo cancer 
sticks” and show how by substituting chalk, crayons and 
pencils we don’t loose valuable sleight of hand tech-
niques.
